Dar Al Aman

The Women's Welfare Society recently signed a contract, which is the first
of its kind with the administration of the National Guard Hospitals in which
it was agreed that the NGH would run and operate Dar Al Aman, which

was built by the Society.

The Centre is a convalescence home for National Guard members and
their families as well as Saudi and expatriate who require intensive

physiotherapy treatment and long-term care.

* The courses available are:
® Sewing and embroidery courses; if they choose 1o, the graduates of the course can
work in our workshop where they are paid per piece produced. The finished products
are sold at our annual bazaar and other venues.
¢ Hairdressing and beautician courses; a graduate can work from home and earn
a good living.
e Assistant nurse courses; some of the graduates go on to higher training and work at
the National Guard Hospital in Jeddah and at Dar Al Aman.
* Specialised classes for the handicapped; a special embroidery class for the
hearing-impaired girls set-up with the aid of Jeddah Institute for Speech and Hearing

(JISH) and mansoojat.

3 - Children’s Care:

» The Orphanage houses about sixty babies and children, boys and girls, up to the age
of 14 for girls and 12 for boys. '

* Young children attend nursery and Kindergarten classes and the older ones go to
government school.

* Leisure activities include trips to amusement parks, the sea, the zoo, national
factories, organising puppet shows, painting competitions.

* A day care centre for infants of working mothers and students, ages from birth to
three years.

* A Sports Centre for use by children of the orphanage may also be used by schools
for sports competitions.

* The complex includes a swimming pool, squash, handball, and basketball court.

* Sponsorship fund for all the orphans.



2 - Health Care:

* A free clinic provide medicine, regular

checkups, vaccination programmes,

baby care and basic hygiene awareness
for women and children registered at the Scoiety - this service also covers children of

the Orphanage.
* Visiting needy patients in hospitals and giving them gifts on festive occasions.
* Assistance to the physically and mentally handicapped.

» Referring patients in need of surgery to government or even private hospitals (where

they get up to 50% discount).

x Needy patients are assisted in playing for treatment through the fund: Friends of the

Sick.



1 - General Social Services:

* Regular visits to needy families by social
workers (12 are now working full time), to

assess their needs and later on any

changes.

* Supervision of 20 rubats (free lodgings donated by private citizens) and assisting
their elderly residents.

= Women are taught such skills as sewing and other handcrafts to help them become

economically independent.

= ‘Distribution of staple food and clothing twice a year, and fresh produce once a week.

* Solve any problems that may arise such as helping to pay rent, repair badly damaged
houses and finding jobs and school for boys and girls.



INTRODUCTION

Founded in 1963 (1382 H.) by a group of ladies, the Women’s Welfaré&Society
(WWS) was the first such private welfare organisation to be registered in Saudi
Arabia. The first honorary president was Queen Effat,

wife of the late king Faisal bin Abdul Aziz Al Saudr

The Society is presently run by a group of twelve lady volunteers elected by
the members of the Society once every three years. The current president is

Princess Fawzia, wife of HRH Prince Fawaz bin Abdul Aziz Al Saud.

WWS’s aim is to help needy women and children and to raise their standard of
living by providing healthcare, education, social services as well as vocational

training and general guidance.

The Society consists of a main Centre in Jeddah and a branch in K3 and

another in Bahra, on the road to Makkah.

At the present time, around 4700 families are registered with WWS, which
adds up to more than 35,000 individuals. The majority of these families reside
in Jeddah though most originally come from the villages and mountains.

A small percentage of them are expatriates.
